Downpayment assistance now available town-wide

Kaiser grants fund mobile van and exercise equipment

Funding also available for home repairs

Does your house need repairs that you can’t afford?  Are you renting a 

place but dreaming of a home to call your own? You may qualify for help 

to make these dreams come true. The Town of Apple Valley has more than 

$2 million in grant funds to help with the purchase or rehabilitation of a 

home in the form of 30-year deferred, 0% interest loans.

Downpayment Assistance

While previous assistance was limited to selected areas of town, the 2013 

Cal Home award provides the first town-wide down payment funding 

source in nearly a decade. Low to moderate income first-time homebuyers 

may be eligible for up to $55,000 to buy a home with a purchase price 

that does not exceed $183,000. The property must be a fee simple single 

family residence in the incorporated area of Apple Valley. Manufactured 

and mobile homes on individually owned parcels are eligible if they are 

on a permanent foundation. An additional $1 million in funding remains 

available for homes purchased within the eligible target area.

Interested buyers should contact a Town-approved participating lender to 

be pre-qualified for a conventional fixed rate first mortgage and to calculate 

the level of assistance to be provided by the Town.

Residential Rehabilitation Loan Program

Apple Valley residents who already own a home may qualify for up to 

$20,000 for eligible repairs. The Residential Rehabilitation Loan Program 

(RRLP) provides money to address health, safety and code violation 

issues, energy conservation, weatherization, accessibility and deferred 

maintenance. Eligible items include, but are not limited to: roofing, heating 

and air conditioning, evaporative coolers, doors and windows, painting, 

flooring, insulation, plumbing, and electrical work. 

The work must be done on owner-occupied, single-family residential 

properties within town boundaries. There are no required payments during 

the 30-year term of loan, but the loan becomes due if the property is sold, 

transferred, no longer the primary residence or refinanced for cash out. 

The applicant must complete an application packet and provide evidence 

of income, show responsible credit history, and be current on house 

payments, property taxes and insurance.

They say “one man’s trash is another man’s treasure.” In Apple Valley, one man’s trash can be 

a huge nuisance. Fortunately, the Town’s Code Enforcement Department works hard to remove 

trash, graffiti, inoperable vehicles and other public nuisances that create a problem for our 

residents.

“Code enforcement helps residents enjoy their neighborhood. Securing vacant homes from 

vandals and cleaning up trash and debris are two issues we address, so people don’t have to 

worry about the negative impact on their property,” Code Enforcement Manager Jim Andersen 

cites as an example.  

After the economic downturn and foreclosure 

crisis began in 2008, a few cities cut code 

enforcement programs completely. But in 

Apple Valley we established a Foreclosure Task 

Force, which has since proactively inspected 

more than 3,000 properties in various stages 

of foreclosure.  Many were unsecured with 

trash and debris strewn about the yards, attracting vandals and squatters. In nearly all instances, 

Apple Valley Code Enforcement Officers opened up cases, removed the violations, and secured 

the properties before residents phoned in complaints. This aggressive approach resulted in very 

few houses being vandalized or targeted by squatters.  

“Our six officers processed 6,200 cases last year. Imagine the conditions that would have been 

left unchecked if Apple Valley had eliminated our Code Enforcement like so many other cities did,” 

said Andersen. “As it turns out, many of those cities had to reinstate their programs.”

Code enforcement uses the Town’s Municipal Code, Development Code, Building Code, Business 

and Professions Code, and the Uniform Housing Code to maintain the health, safety, welfare and 

property values in Apple Valley.

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What do old paint, broken fans, obsolete computer monitors, batteries 

and expired medicines have in common? They are all things that can 

be brought to the Household Hazardous Waste collection center in  

Apple Valley. 

Located at 13450 Nomwaket Road between Powhatan and Ottawa 

roads, the collection center is open every Saturday from 10 a.m. to 2 

p.m., weather permitting. More than 3,600 participants recycled 115 

tons of materials last year, an increase of 15% over 2012.

Household hazardous waste is any material generated from normal 

household activity that may threaten human health or the environment 

when disposed of improperly. For example, one gallon of motor oil 

can contaminate a million gallons of drinking water. Left over cleaners, 

medicines or hobby supplies can sicken animals or people. Dumping 

oil or any other chemical is a crime, both legally and environmentally.

This service is free to Apple Valley residents and proof of residency is 

required. No business waste is accepted. The Town contracts with 

San Bernardino County Fire HHW which arranges for safe recycling or 

disposal of the waste as well as training workers.

For safe transport, make sure the amount of waste does not exceed 

five gallons per container and a total of 15 gallons or 125 pounds per 

trip. Check that the waste containers are properly sealed. Keep the 

waste in its original container if possible. Otherwise, label its contents 

clearly. Place the waste securely in the vehicle for safe transport to 

the collection center.

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January 2014 will see the start of the much-anticipated Yucca Loma 
Bridge, a project more than 40 years in the making! In December, the 
Town Council awarded a $37.3 million contract to Security Paving, 
Inc. for the construction of the Yucca Loma Bridge over the Mojave 
River and Yates Road Improvements project. A ground breaking 
ceremony is scheduled for Friday, January 10.

“Seeing is believing,” said Brad Miller, town engineer. “And finally, we 
will see the result of years of planning and permitting.”

The contract will build the Yucca Loma Bridge, widen Yates Road 
from two lanes to four lanes and construct new soundwalls on the 
south side of Yates Road. Construction is estimated to last two years.  
Construction projects to widen Yucca Loma Road from the Yucca 
Loma Bridge to Apple Valley Road, and to extend Green Tree Blvd 
from Hesperia Road to Ridgecrest Road, are currently in final design 
with construction planned for 2015, 2016 and 2017.

Once completed, and in concert with the recently opened La Mesa/
Nisqualli Interchange, a new east-west regional transportation 
corridor will be realized in the Victor Valley, providing relief to existing 
and future anticipated traffic congestion on Bear Valley Road and 
State Route 18 (Happy Trails Highway).

Liz Diamond, Director of Engineering for Dokken Engineering is 
the project design manager, and has been working with the Town 
since 2007. Rebecca Neves, also with Dokken, is the project’s lead 
civil engineer. Ernie Figueroa of Parsons will serve as the on-site 
construction manager. Working alongside Miller will also be Paula 
Pereira, who serves as the in-house manager of the multitude of 
permit applications, time-lines, scheduling and invoices. Miller and 
Pereira are both employees of Charles Abbott Associates, which has 
provided engineering and building and safety contract services to the 
Town for nearly 25 years.

Downpayment assistance now available town-wide

Kaiser grants fund mobile van and exercise equipment

Funding also available for home repairs

Does your house need repairs that you can’t afford?  Are you renting a 

place but dreaming of a home to call your own? You may qualify for help 

to make these dreams come true. The Town of Apple Valley has more than 

$2 million in grant funds to help with the purchase or rehabilitation of a 

home in the form of 30-year deferred, 0% interest loans.

Downpayment Assistance

While previous assistance was limited to selected areas of town, the 2013 

Cal Home award provides the first town-wide down payment funding 

source in nearly a decade. Low to moderate income first-time homebuyers 

may be eligible for up to $55,000 to buy a home with a purchase price 

that does not exceed $183,000. The property must be a fee simple single 

family residence in the incorporated area of Apple Valley. Manufactured 

and mobile homes on individually owned parcels are eligible if they are 

on a permanent foundation. An additional $1 million in funding remains 

available for homes purchased within the eligible target area.

Interested buyers should contact a Town-approved participating lender to 

be pre-qualified for a conventional fixed rate first mortgage and to calculate 

the level of assistance to be provided by the Town.

Residential Rehabilitation Loan Program

Apple Valley residents who already own a home may qualify for up to 

$20,000 for eligible repairs. The Residential Rehabilitation Loan Program 

(RRLP) provides money to address health, safety and code violation 

issues, energy conservation, weatherization, accessibility and deferred 

maintenance. Eligible items include, but are not limited to: roofing, heating 

and air conditioning, evaporative coolers, doors and windows, painting, 

flooring, insulation, plumbing, and electrical work. 

The work must be done on owner-occupied, single-family residential 

properties within town boundaries. There are no required payments during 

the 30-year term of loan, but the loan becomes due if the property is sold, 

transferred, no longer the primary residence or refinanced for cash out. 

The applicant must complete an application packet and provide evidence 

of income, show responsible credit history, and be current on house 

payments, property taxes and insurance.
