For good cause shown, and finding a waiver will serve a public purpose, approve the
waiver of the Facility Rental Fee of $245.34.

SUMMARY:

The Church for Whosoever is hosting its Annual Outreaches on Memorial Day at
Thunderbird Park and Labor Day at the James Woody Community Center. These
outreaches allow the church to reach out to families in low-income, high crime areas of
the community by providing groceries, clothing, and toy and school supply give-a-ways.

BACKGROUND:

On 8-14-01, the Town Council adopted a policy stating fees can be administratively
waived for a local public agency, a utility company or service district, or a similar entity
providing an essential service to the general community, whereas, non-profit requests
for fee waivers must go before the Town Council for consideration.

FISCAL IMPACT:
Although there is not an ongoing demand that is displaced with the requests at these

two parks, the waiving of these fees will result in the loss of potential revenue in the
amount of $245.34.
