ENVIRONMENTAL

DETERMINATION:

The General Plan conformity finding is not a project as defined by CEQA. The future transfer of excess right-of-way property to a adjacent parcels owner is exempt from CEQA review, per Section 15061(b)(3), because the project has no potential for causing a significant effect on the environment.
PROJECT PLANNER:

RECOMMENDATION:
Adopt Planning Commission Resolution No. 2013-009, finding and reporting that the street vacation of Osage Road is in conformance with the Town’s General Plan.

PROJECT SUMMARY
The proposed Planning Commission action consists of a General Plan conformity finding for the street vacation of Osage Road, north of Ottawa Road.  Government Code Sections 65402(a) and (c) require that, prior to street vacation or acquiring/selling real property for any purpose, the planning agency of any city (Town of Apple Valley) or county, with an adopted General Plan, must report that the street vacation or acquisition/sale conforms to the General Plan.  As described in this staff report, the proposed street vacation conforms to the Town’s General Plan. 
ANALYSIS
The proposed right-of-way vacation of Osage Road is located approximately 125 feet north of Ottawa Road.  
Osage Road is currently an unimproved paper street that was dedicated as a part of Parcel Map No. 5649 for the purpose of public use as street right-of-way.  Although the street was dedicated, the street was never improved, nor accepted by the County for maintenance, and currently is not used for access purposes, except by the applicant. However, upon the completion of the street vacation, and in anticipation of development by the applicant and Apple Valley Ranchos Water Company’s redevelopment of their existing facility, Osage Road will be re-dedicated as a sixty (60)-foot wide cul-de-sac, extending north from Ottawa Road approximately 250 feet.  The offer of dedication for the reconfiguration Osage Road has been submitted to the Town for review and is pending the street vacation.  
Although the General Plan does not address street vacations specifically, the General Plan does indicate maintaining connectivity between land uses whenever possible.  As indicated above, the street exists on paper only and upon the vacation being complete, will be rededicated as a sixty (60)-foot wide cul-de-sac, resulting in no landlock parcels.
Staff found the proposal to be consistent with the Town’s General Plan because the street vacation is a formality only to accommodate the re-dedication of Osage Road as a sixty (60)-foot wide cul-de-sac street that will serve the adjacent parcels.

ENVIRONMENTAL ASSESSMENT
The General Plan conformity finding is not a project as defined by CEQA. The future transfer of excess right-of-way property to a adjacent parcels owner is exempt from CEQA review, per Section 15061(b)(3), because the project has no potential for causing a significant effect on the environment.
RECOMMENDATION
Adopt Planning Commission Resolution No. 2013-009, finding and reporting that the street vacation of Osage Road is in conformance with the Town’s General Plan.

WHEREAS, Government Code Sections 65402(a) and (c) of the State of California requires that, prior to an agency taking action to vacate any street segment, an assessment must be made by the Planning Commission as to the conformity with their General Plan.
NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Planning Commission hereby reports that the street vacation, as shown on Exhibit “A”, attached hereto and made a part hereof is in conformance with the Town of Apple Valley General Plan.
