LESSONS FOR CHILDREN UNDER 5 YEARS OLD

TADPOLES (ages 6 months - 2 years old): Introducing children to swimming and water
safety involves parents immersing themselves in the water with their infants or toddlers,

guiding them to develop a sense of ease and comfort. Together, parent and child will
venture both inside and outside the pool, engaging in activities such as kicking, blowing
bubbles, and using toys to encourage water interaction. The experience includes teaching
children how to submerge their mouth, nose, and eyes safely.

POLLIWOGS (ages 2 - 4 years old): Future swimmers and parents will explore shallow
pool water without a parent and learn basic water skills and safety. The course activities
include opening eyes under water, grabbing submerged toys, floating, and leg and arm
movements.

MINNOWS (ages 2 - 4 years old): Participants in the swim program will enhance the
abilities learned in the polliwog stage, engaging in further supervised exercises at slightly
advanced proficiency levels and increased distances. Participants will independently
perform the course activities - opening eyes under water, grabbing submerged toys,
floating, and leg and arm movements.

LESSONS FOR CHILDREN 5 YEARS OLD AND UP
SUCCESSFUL COMPLETION OF PRIOR LEVEL IS REQUIRED FOR CLASS PARTICIPATION

LEVEL 1- INTRODUCTION TO WATER SKILLS: No water skills required. This level

focuses on imparting fundamental concepts such as adjustments, buoyancy, breath
control, entry and exit techniques, basic movements, and safety awareness. Exit Skill:
Participants should be able to enter the water independently. Swim a minimum of 5
yards and perform 3 bobs. Glide on the front for at least 2 body lengths, and transition to
a back float for 3 seconds.

LEVEL 2 - FUNDAMENTAL AQUATIC SKILLS: The goal of this course is to enable
participants to proficiently acquire essential skills and establish the groundwork for
future swimming strokes. Exit Skill: Participants should be able to enter the water
independently. Swim a minimum of 5 yards and perform 3 bobs. Glide on the front for

at least 2 body lengths, transition to a back float for 3 seconds, and return to a vertical
position.

LEVEL 3 - STROKE IMPROVEMENT: This course will include instruction on rotary
breathing, front and back crawl, sidestroke, breaststroke, and treading water. Exit

Skill: Enhance proficiency and build endurance. Acquire techniques for the sidestroke,
backstroke, and explore the butterfly stroke. Perform a front glide for a minimum of 2
body lengths, transition to a back float for 3 seconds, and return to a vertical position.
LEVEL 4 - STROKE IMPROVEMENTS: Participants must be able to swim length of the
pool (25 yards). This course develops confidence in stroke, refines breaststroke, front and
back crawl, and side stroke, as well as building endurance. Exit Skill: Jump into deep
water, swim front crawl for 25 yards, execute an open turn, then cover 25 yards with the
backstroke. Follow up with a 15-yard breaststroke, perform an open turn, and conclude by
swimming back crawl for 15 yards.

LEVEL 5 - STROKE REFINEMENT: This course aims to further enhance endurance in
previously mastered strokes, while also introducing the butterfly stroke and flip turns. Exit
Skill: Enhance the execution of all strokes, extend swimmming distances, and introduce the
flip turn. Execute a 15-yard breaststroke, perform an open turn, and then cover 15 yards
with the back crawl.
