Senior Residential Energy Efficiency Grant Program

(1) Activity Narrative:

It is the Town’s preference and intent to implement Activity #2-A. However, pursuant to the HUD Community Development Block Grant Recovery (CDBG-R) Webcast on May 13, 2009, HUD has not issued a final ruling as to whether or not Davis Bacon requirements will apply to single-family rehabilitation activities funded by CDBG-R. If HUD determines Davis Bacon applies for the Senior Residential Energy Efficiency Grant Program, Activity #2-A, staff will implement Activity #2-B in lieu of Activity #2-A. The intent is to implement Activity #2-A or Activity #2-B, but not both activities.
The Town of Apple Valley anticipates that 100 percent of its CDBG-R program funds will be expended for activities that benefit low-and moderate-income persons.
The Senior Residential Energy Efficiency Grant Program will provide grants of up to $10,000 to assist approximately 12 low to moderate-income eligible senior single-family homeowners in installing energy efficient improvements that will reduce utility costs and conserve energy such as attic/ceiling insulation, water heater blanket, caulking, weather striping, door and window replacement, water heater replacement, energy efficient water devices, heating/cooling/evaporative systems/duct work and solar panels.
The Town of Apple Valley has successfully administered its Residential Rehabilitation Loan Program since 2001 and as such anticipates quick implementation of the Senior Residential Energy Efficiency Grant Program. Program policies, guidelines, forms, and marketing materials require minor revisions be made for program readiness. In addition, the Town has approximately 20 participating contractors. The Housing Section has two full-time experienced staff to administer the program. The Town anticipates expending all CDBG-R funding far in advance of the project end date of September 30, 2012.

Implementation of the Senior Residential Energy Efficiency Program will sustain employment amongst local contractors by preserving jobs by helping to stimulate the construction industry.

(3) Additional Activity Information: (A description of how the activity will promote energy conservation, smart growth, green building technologies, or reduced pollution emissions, if applicable.)
Utility costs pose special challenges and hardships for low and moderate-income senior households many of whom occupy older housing stock built with less energy efficient improvements. They cannot afford to make repairs to their homes that prove to be of an energy efficient nature. Low-income individuals and families will continue to experience financial hardship as they try to pay higher utility bills due to lack of energy efficiency. Energy-efficient improvements will not only result in reduced utility bills but may lower health care costs by weatherizing homes and by repairing defective or inefficient heating/cooling equipment, and reducing exposure to drafts. Lower utility bills promote financial independence for low income families and mean more money for other necessities such as food, clothing and medicine. Energy-efficient improvements yield long-term economic benefits due to reduced energy bills and increase sustainability for low to moderate income homeowners. Energy-efficient improvement and conservation measures may also result in increased property values.

The program will provide grants up to $10,000 to assist eligible senior single-family homeowners by installing energy conservation measures and making repairs that will reduce utility costs and conserve energy.
Activity #2-B
Corwin Road Widening Project
(1) Activity Narrative:

The project includes reconstructing and widening an existing paved, two-lane, 24’ wide street with 14’ graded shoulders to 44’ wide paved street with 4’ wide graded shoulders.  The additional pavement width will provide two through travel lanes, one continuous left turn lane and two 4’ wide, Class II bike lanes. The limits of the project, which are within the CDBG boundaries, are from State Route Highway 18 to Waalew Road, approximately 2.8 miles in length. CDBG-R monies will fund a portion of the project that lies within our low-income service areas.

The Corwin Road project has been in the design phase for the past 2 years. It is anticipated that the project will be advertized for construction in June 2009, awarded in July with construction commencing in August 2009. The Project should take 6-8 weeks to construct, therefore the completion date is estimated to be sometime in October 2009.

Corwin Road is designated on the Town’s Circulation Element as a “Major Road” which is ultimately a 5-lane road.  This interim construction phase will not only facilitate the movement of traffic from State Route Highway 18 to the Apple Valley Airport located northeast of this project but will enhance traffic safety to the residents living along this segment of the proposed project with the construction of a turn lane.  These factors will promote the long-term economic benefits for both the local residents and others who will utilize this improved major road.

Notice shall include the identification number(s) of each affected grant;

6. Taking one of the following actions, within 30 calendar days of receiving notice under
subparagraph 4(b), with respect to any employee who is so convicted: 

(a) Taking appropriate personnel action against such an employee, up to and including termination, consistent with the requirements of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973, as amended; or 

(b) Requiring such employee to participate satisfactorily in a drug abuse assistance or rehabilitation program approved for such purposes by a Federal, State, or local health, law enforcement, or other appropriate agency; 

7. Making a good faith effort to continue to maintain a drug-free workplace through implementation of paragraphs 1, 2, 3, 4, 5 and 6.
(4)   Anti-lobbying.  To the best of the jurisdiction's knowledge and belief: 

1. No Federal appropriated funds have been paid or will be paid, by or on behalf of it, to any person for influencing or attempting to influence an officer or employee of any agency, a Member of Congress, an officer or employee of Congress, or an employee of a Member of Congress in connection with the awarding of any Federal contract, the making of any Federal grant, the making of any Federal loan, the entering into of any cooperative agreement, and the extension, continuation, renewal, amendment, or modification of any Federal contract, grant, loan, or cooperative agreement;

3. It will require that the language of paragraph 1 and 2 of this anti-lobbying certification be included in the award documents for all subawards at all tiers (including subcontracts, subgrants, and contracts under grants, loans, and cooperative agreements) and that all subrecipients shall certify and disclose accordingly.

(5)   Authority of Jurisdiction.  The jurisdiction possesses the legal authority to carry out the programs for which it is seeking funding, in accordance with applicable HUD regulations and other program requirements.
(6)   Consistency with Plan.  The housing activities to be undertaken with CDBG-R funds are consistent with its consolidated plan.

(7)   Section 3.  The jurisdiction will comply with section 3 of the Housing and Urban Development Act of 1968 (12 U.S.C. 1701u), and implementing regulations at 24 CFR part 135.

In this case, an assessment or charge may be made against the property with respect to the public improvements financed by a source other than CDBG-R funds. In addition, with respect to properties owned and occupied by moderate-income (but not low-income) families, an assessment or charge may be made against the property with respect to the public improvements financed by a source other than CDBG-R funds if the jurisdiction certifies that it lacks CDBG-R or CDBG funds to cover the assessment.
(11)   Excessive Force.  The jurisdiction certifies that it has adopted and is enforcing: (1) a policy prohibiting the use of excessive force by law enforcement agencies within its jurisdiction against any individuals engaged in non-violent civil rights demonstrations; and (2) a policy of enforcing applicable State and local laws against physically barring entrance to or exit from a facility or location that is the subject of such non-violent civil rights demonstrations within its jurisdiction.
(12)   Compliance with anti-discrimination laws.  The CDBG-R grant will be conducted and administered in conformity with title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 (42 U.S.C. 2000d), the Fair Housing Act (42 U.S.C. 3601-3619), and implementing regulations.

(13) Compliance with lead-based paint procedures.  The activities concerning lead-based paint will comply with the requirements of part 35, subparts A, B, J, K, and R of this title.
(14) Compliance with laws.  The jurisdiction will comply with applicable laws.

(15) Compliance with ARRA.  The jurisdiction will comply with Title XII of Division A of the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009.

(16) Project selection.  The jurisdiction will select projects to be funded, by giving priority to projects that can award contracts based on bids within 120 days from the date the funds are made available to the recipient, and that will ensure maximum job creation and economic benefit.

(17) Timeliness of infrastructure investments.  When the jurisdiction uses CDBG-R funds for infrastructure investments, the grantee will give preference to quick-start and finish activities, including a goal to use at least 50 percent of the funds for activities within 120 days of enactment of the Recovery Act.

(18) Buy American provision.  The jurisdiction will ensure that all iron, steel and manufactured goods used in construction, alteration, repair, or maintenance of a public building or public work project assisted with CDBG-R funds under the Recovery Act must be produced in the United States unless the Secretary finds that: (1) the requirement is inconsistent with public interest; (2) those goods are not reasonably available or produced in sufficient quantity in the U.S.; (3) or the use of the goods will increase the project cost by more than 25 percent.  

(19) Appropriate use of funds for infrastructure investments.  The Governor, mayor, or other chief executive, as appropriate certifies, that any infrastructure investments have received the full review and vetting required by law and that the chief executive accepts responsibility that the infrastructure investment is an appropriate use of taxpayer dollars. Alternatively, a grantee’s chief elected official certifies that infrastructure investments will receive the full review and vetting required by law and that the chief executive accepts responsibility that the infrastructure investment is an appropriate use of taxpayer dollars.

(20) 70% of CDBG-R for LMI.  The aggregate use of CDBG-R funds shall principally benefit persons of low and moderate income in a manner that ensures that at least 70 percent of the grant is expended for activities that benefit such persons over the life of the CDBG-R grant.
