At 6:00 p.m., the Regular Meeting of the Planning Commission of the Town of Apple Valley for June 2, 2010, was called to order by Chairman Kallen.

Motion by Commissioner Cusack, seconded by Commissioner Putko, to approve the Minutes for the Workshop and the Regular Meeting of May 5, 2010.

2. General Plan Amendment No. 2010-001, Zone Change No. 2010-001, and Conditional Use Permit No. 2009-002
Applicant:  Mr. Jesse Nash, representing Santiago Mobile Home Communities
Location:    The project site is north of, and adjacent to, an existing mobile home park located at the northwest corner of Nisqually and Quinnault Roads; APN 3087-372-06.  
Chairman Kallen opened the public hearing at 6:05 p.m.

Mr. Conrad Olmedo, Assistant Planner, presented the staff report as filed by the Planning Division.  
Commissioner Hernandez had a question concerning the total square footage of the recreational area within the retention basin.
Mr. Olmedo stated the total flat area of the retention basin is being conditioned to be 4,500 square feet in order to accommodate a playground equipment set and barbeque area. 
Ms. Lori Lamson, Assistant Director of Community Development, stated it would be similar to Brewster Park in terms of a retention basin serving as a recreational area.

Chairman Kallen expressed concerns regarding some of the amenities possibly being underwater and unusable should a strong rain occur.
Mr. Jesse Nash, the applicant, stated they would be performing percolation tests to confirm that the basin would dry out within twenty-four (24) hours.  He stated they could also construct a dry well at the bottom of the basin to drain the nuisance water slowly.  He further commented they were going to landscape the slopes adequately.
Mr. Richard Pedersen, Deputy Town Engineer, commented they would insist on installing a drywell on this sort of basin so the nuisance water would drain.  Mr. Pedersen stated that the maximum slope for a retention and detention basin is four (4) to one (1).
Chairman Kallen expressed concerns with regard to safety and suggested a fence.
Mr. Pedersen commented that fencing might not be useful if a drywell were constructed as the nuisance water would drain to the dry well.

Mr. Nash commented there were a number of things that could be done to acquire the needed square footage as well as alleviate any safety concerns.  He stated he agreed to all of the Conditions of Approval even if they have to modify the site design due to drainage concerns.

Mr. Pedersen stated the Town would work with the applicant to adhere to all its regulations.

Since there was no one in the audience requesting to speak to this item, Chairman Kallen closed the public hearing at 6:22 p.m.
Ms. Lamson commented that Condition of Approval No. E18 could be added for the drywell.

1. Determine that the proposed General Plan Amendment, Zone Change and Conditional Use Permit will not have a significant effect on the environment.
2. Adopt the Mitigated Negative Declaration and mitigation monitoring program for Conditional Use Permit No. 2009-002 finding that, on the basis of the whole record before the Planning Commission, including the Initial Study and any comments received, there is no substantial evidence that the project will have a significant effect on the environment and that the Mitigated Negative Declaration reflects the Town’s independent judgment and analysis.  The Initial Study and Mitigated Negative Declaration are available at the Town’s Planning Division which constitutes the record of proceedings upon which its decision is based.

3. Find that the facts presented in the staff report support the required Findings for approval and adopt those Findings.

4. Approve Planning Commission Resolution No. 2010-005 forwarding to the Town Council a recommendation for approval for General Plan Amendment No. 2010-001 and Zone Change No. 2010-001.

5. Find the facts presented in the staff report support the required Findings for approval of the Conditional Use Permit and adopt those Findings.

6. Approve Conditional Use Permit No. 2009-002 subject to the amended Conditions of Approval.

7. Direct staff to file a Notice of Determination.

3. Conditional Use Permit No. 2010-004.
Applicant:

Location: 

The site is located at 22120 Highway 18, Unit B; APN 3112-651-24.  

Chairman Kallen opened the public hearing at 6:24 p.m.

Ms. Pam Cupp, Associate Planner, presented the staff report as filed by the Planning Division.  

Chairman Kallen asked about securing the outside patio area to shield it from the easement.  

Ms. Cupp commented that the existing patio fencing is wrought iron; however, the applicant can install chain-link fencing behind it.


Ms. Kristy Ashlock, the applicant, commented they are in the process of putting up a wooden fence in that area.  She stated the wooden fence would be in front of the chain-link fence.  She further commented that the State Alcoholic Beverage Control (ABC) would be inspecting before they open, as well as the County Health Department.

Chairman Kallen asked about security.  

Ms. Ashlock stated she had some ideas concerning the security measures that will have available on nights that entertainment is scheduled.  Ms. Ashlock was proposing to open on July 1st.  She agreed to all of the Conditions of Approval and stated the wrought iron gate to the parking lot will be kept closed and locked.

Since there was no one in the audience requesting to speak to this item, Chairman Kallen closed the public hearing at 6:33 p.m.

OTHER BUSINESS

Planning Commission review, and a request for approval, to install metal-coated roofing material at the residence of Ms. Nicole Barnard located at 11225 Mohawk Road, Apple Valley.

Ms. Pam Cupp, Associate Planner, stated the property owner was not present.  She stated she did not know the color being used; however, the roof does not emulate “S” or flat tile as encouraged by the Planning Commission.

Ms. Lamson, Assistant Director of Community Development, stated metal-coated roofs had been reviewed by the Commission on a case- by-case basis.

Ms. Cupp stated this particular roofing material was previously approved by the Planning Commission for use on a single-family residence.
Chairman Kallen requested to know if it was the same as the picture depicted in the staff report.  He also commented he would like to see the pitch of the roof for the home.

Ms. Cupp stated it would be the same type of roof as shown in the picture in the staff report.

Commission discussion ensued on metal roofing for residential housing.

Ms. Lamson stated staff could compile a list of previously approved metal roofing materials for the Commission’s reference in the future.

It was the consensus of the Commission to table this item to the next meeting until an actual panel of the roof could be brought back for Commission’s review.
