2. Conditional Use Permit No. 2010-008
Applicant:  
Desert Market
Location:    
The project is located at 12123 Central Road; APN 0439-392-11.

Chairman Kallen opened the public hearing at 6:06 p.m.  
Chairman Kallen then recused himself, due to a possible conflict, and left the dais at 6:06 p.m.
Vice-Chairman Tinsley then presided over the meeting.

Ms. Carol Miller, Senior Planner, presented the staff report as filed by the Planning Division.  
Vice-Chairman Tinsley expressed concerns about the tank being on asphalt.  

Ms. Miller responded that the enclosure area could be conditioned to have a concrete pad.

Commissioner Cusack commented on fencing the area off completely after hours since the area could not be seen from the store.  

Ms. Miller stated that there was no Development Code requirement to completely lock the tank access during off hours.

Commissioner Hernandez asked about the “pony” wall.
Ms. Miller commented that a “pony” wall is typically about three (3)-feet in height;; however, staff is asking for a four (4) to (5)-foot wall which should be sufficient to screen the tank.

Mr. Allen Khwaldeh, the applicant, stated they have a camera positioned inside their building to monitor and view the outside.  He agreed to all of the Conditions of Approval.

Since there was no one requesting to speak to this item, Vice-Chairman Tinsley closed the public hearing at 6:14 p.m.
Ms. Miller suggested adding a Condition of Approval No. P13, concerning an exterior camera and monitoring system, and modifing Condition of Approval COA P12 to require a concrete pad for the tank.  
Ms. Lamson, Assistant Director of Community Development, suggested adding Condition of Approval No. BC5 which would require the building official to determine if the weight of the tank would require a concrete pad.

1. Determine the proposed Conditional Use Permit No. 2010-008 will not have a significant effect on the environment, with adherence to the Conditions of Approval recommended in this report.

3. Find the facts presented in the staff report support the required Findings for approval and adopt those Findings.

4. Approve Conditional Use Permit No. 2010-008, subject to the attached amended Conditions of Approval.

3. Development Code Amendment No. 2010-06.

Village Business District  
Chairman Kallen opened the public hearing at 6:17 p.m. 

Discussion ensued regarding Commissioner Cusack recusing himself, due to his membership in the Village Property Business Improvement District (PBID);); however, it was decided that no conflict existed at this time.

Ms. Carol Miller, Senior Planner, presented the staff report as filed by the Planning Division.  
Vice-Chairman Tinsley requested to know if the Village had provided any input.  Ms. Miller indicated that she had met with some members of the PBID board for input.
Ms. Lamson, Assistant Director of Community Development, further responded that this Code Amendment was recommended by the PBID.  She further commented this Amendment would be exclusive to the Village area.  She stated that, as far as what businesses would be placed on the sign, it would be up to the PBID.  The sign would be controlled by PBID and it would have the financial responsibility of the sign.

Chief Art Bishop of the Apple Valley Fire Protection District, stated he was in favor of the Amendment.  He spoke about fire safety or water conservation messages appearing on a banner.  

Ms. Lamson responded the banners could not be used for commercial or political advertising.  

Since there was no one in the audience requesting to speak to this item, Chairman Kallen closed the public hearing at 6:25 p.m.

Chairman Kallen expressed his concerns regarding the signs becoming faded or dilapidated and felt something should be included to ensure they are monitored and maintained.

Ms. Lamson stated that is currently done with kiosk signs.
