2. Conditional Use Permit No. 2010-009.
Applicant:
EMK Smog Shop
Location: 
12167 Pawnee Road (APN 3087-532-16).  
Chairman Tinsley opened the public hearing at 6:06 p.m.
Ms. Pam Cupp, Associate Planner, presented the staff report as filed by the Planning Division.  Ms. Cupp stated the facility would be owner-operated with no additional employees at this time.
Chairman Tinsley requested to know the maximum number of vehicles that may be parked overnight.

Ms. Cupp responded that overnight parking is limited to four (4) vehicles and that all vehicles must have current registration.
Commissioner Seagondollar expressed concerns regarding prohibition of the overnight parking of unregistered vehicles because a smog check is typically required before the vehicle can be registered.
Ms. Cupp stated that the unregistered vehicle should be parked inside the shop and not outside in the parking area.

Ms. Lori Lamson, Assistant Director of Community Development, stated it would be an enforcement issue and would be handled by Code Enforcement to inspect any complaints at the site.  

Commissioner Cusack commented that Code Enforcement would respond only if a complaint was made.

Commissioner Seagondollar commented that the business owner would have no control over whether a vehicle was registered or not.
Mr. Sam Kell, the applicant and owner, commented that, if a customer should abandon an unregistered car for an extended period of time, he would have to conduct a lien sale and the vehicle could be on his property for thirty (30) days or more.
Chairman Tinsley stated that perhaps he could work with Code Enforcement in the event that should happen.

The applicant agreed with all of the Conditions of Approval, including the amendment to Condition P12, as suggested by Town Attorney Haviva Shane.  

Since there was no one in the audience requesting to speak to this item, Chairman Tinsley closed the public hearing at 6:20 p.m.
Commission discussion ensued concerning unregistered vehicles that might possibly be left at the site, which could place the applicant in violation since the vehicle must remain at the location for (thirty) 30 days or more while waiting for a lien sale.

Ms. Haviva Shane, Town Attorney, suggested modifying Condition of Approval No. P-9 to state:  “The outdoor storage/parking of registered vehicles only is permitted and is limited to seven (7) days per vehicle except vehicles left on the property by the owner and subject to lien sale.  Stored/parked vehicles including employee and customer parking, may not exceed a total of four (4) parking spaces under this Conditional Use.”

1. Find that, pursuant to the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA), Section No. 15301, Class 1, the proposed request is Exempt from further environmental review.
2. Find the facts presented in the staff report support the required Findings for approval and adopt the Findings.
3. Approve Conditional Use Permit No. 2011-001, subject to the attached amended Conditions of Approval.
4. Direct staff to file the Notice of Exemption.
