Ms. Lori Lamson, Associate Planner, stated that a modification had been made to the October 5, 2011 minutes pertaining to a motion by Commissioner Shoup on the emergency shelter item.

PUBLIC HEARING ITEMS
2. Development Code Amendment No. 2011-002.  A request to consider an amendment to Title 9 “Development Code” of the Town of Apple Valley Municipal code, amending paragraph 10 of Subsection “B” of Table 9.28.050-A “permitted Uses” within Section 9.28 “Residential Districts”, by revising the regulations related to Animal Keeping Permits and peafowl.

Chairman Tinsley opened the public hearing at 6:07 p.m.

Ms. Pam Cupp, Associate Planner, presented the staff report as filed by the Planning Division. 
Commissioner Shoup asked several questions regarding the ambiguity of using the words “and” or “or”
Ms. Cupp explained the reasons for the use of the word “or” in this section.  She clarified that it was the consensus of the Planning Commission to allow Animal Services to continue to issue the permits and update the Code to reflect that decision.
Discussion ensued regarding the wording in this section as it pertained to both single-family residents and multi-family.

Ms. Haviva Shane, Town Attorney, commented on the footnote in Section 5 as it related to the Animal Keeping Permit.

Ms. Lori Lamson, Assistant Director of Community Development, noted the modifications made to the existing table, which appear on page 2-3, as it relates to the number of animals allowed for single-family residential zones.
Commissioner Shoup requested to know who makes the determination as to the number of animals that are permitted.

Ms. Cupp stated that Animal Services would make that determination.

Commissioner Hernandez expressed concern regarding the wording in footnote 5 which appears on page 2-10.  He recommended a modification be made to the footnote so it reads identical to the wording in the report on page 2-2, footnote 2 which reads, two(2)  pets consisting of one (1) dog and one (1) cat or any combination thereof.
It was the consensus of the Planning Commission to modify the verbiage in footnote 5 to read: “two (2) pets consisting of one (1) dog and one (1) cat or any combination thereof”.
Chairman Tinsley closed the public hearing at 6:15 p.m.

3. Development Code Amendment No. 2011-003.  A request to consider an amendment to Title 9 “Development Code” of the Town of Apple Valley Municipal Code amending Chapter 9.78 “Wind Energy Conversions Systems (WECS)”, as it relates to the installation and permitting requirements of roof-mounted wind energy conversion systems.

Ms. Pam Cupp, Associate Planner, presented the staff report as filed by the Planning Division.  She noted the modifications recommended by the Town Attorney, which appear on page 3-7, Section 5 of the Resolution, as they relate to roof-mounted wind conversion systems and to page 3-8 as they relate to the additional height that is allowed.
Ms. Lori Lamson, Assistant Director of Community Development, responded to questions from the Planning Commission regarding the need for a Conditional Use Permit, as opposed to a Development Permit, for the modification for the additional height.

4. Development Code Amendment No. 2011-004 and adoption of the Planning Commission Metal Roof Policy Statement.  A request to consider adoption of a Planning Commission policy statement to identify specific metal roof material and colors that may be approved administratively.  In addition, the Commission will consider an amendment to Title 9 “Development Code” of the Town of Apple Valley Municipal Code amending Section 9.31.030 “Single Family Architectural Design Standards” of the Code to stipulate provisions related to the Town of Apple Valley Planning Commission Metal Roof Policy Statement.
Ms. Pam Cupp, Associate Planner, presented the staff report as filed by the Planning Division.  She stated that, in addition to the Policy Statement, it was necessary to update the Development Code to include the Policy Statement by reference within the residential design standards to the Code.  She explained that the policy can be amended, as needed, by Planning Commission without any further Development Code Amendments.  
Commissioner Lamoreaux requested to know if the color compatibility standards would be subject to architectural review at the counter.

Ms. Cupp responded “yes”.
